1 teaspoon dried 6 ounces baby spinach
oregano with stems removed
1tablespoon fresh Parmesan cheese
basil, chopped or to top

12 ounces tri-colored pasta

8 medium tomatoes, diced**

2 cups low-sodium chicken broth
1 small yellow onion, sliced

4 garlic cloves, minced or 2

1teaspoondried Fresh basil for garnish

tablespoons garlic powder
